An insider’s peek into the contours of Chilean
culture and society through an analysis of contemporary
cultural trends under globalization (3 credits).

HIS 4490/PSC 6875 Modern Political History

of the Southern Cone. Why are the patterns of
political development different in Chile and the Southern
Cone? A critical analysis of the political evolution in a
historical and institutional context (3 credits).

ECO 4200 Business Culture in Chile. Why has
Chile fared so well in its economic performance compared
to the rest of the region? A critical look at the models of
business administration and the forces shaping Chilean

economic miracle (3 credits).

LAS 5000 Internship. Exciting internship opportuni-
ties with major political institutions and leaders, busines-
ses, law firms, financial institutions, social service agen-
cies, and humanitarian organizations. Generally requires 2
weeks of intensive Spanish lessons relevant to the institu-
tional context of the internship plus 4 weeks of practicum
at the site, located in the general vicinity of Valparaiso,
Vifia del Mar, and Santiago (3 credits).
