COST OF PLAN SERVICES
There are three categories of services provided to your plan:

1. GENERAL ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES

General administrative services include recordkeeping, legal, accounting, consulting,
investment advisory and other plan administration services. Some of the expenses for
general administrative services are fixed and other expenses such as legal or accounting
may vary from year to year. These costs are allocated to each participant in a uniform way.

An annual TIAA Plan Servicing Fee of $66.00 is assessed if you maintain a Retirement
Choice and/or Retirement Choice Plus account. The fee is deducted proportionally from
each investment in your account quarterly and identified as "TIAA Plan Servicing Fee" on
your statements.
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SUMMARY OF PLAN SERVICES AND COST SECTION |

In some cases, other investment providers may pay a portion of an investment's expense
ratio to TIAA, your plan's recordkeeper, to help offset the cost of plan administration. This
practice is called "revenue sharing." If you have investments that revenue share, you'll
receive a credit in the amount of the investment's revenue share based on your average
daily balance. This will be identified as "TIAA Plan Servicing Credit" on your statements.
